Gas Prices and Tourism

We are watching closely as gas prices hover near the $4 mark.
What does this mean for tourism? It means we adjust our target
market to “closer to home” because that's what people are doing
- traveling, but not as far as they initially planned. With Memorial
Day weekend right around the corner, AAA projects 34.9 million
Americans will travel 50 miles or more from home during the
Memorial Day holiday weekend, a slight increase from the 34.8
million people who traveled one year ago. In Minnesota and across
the country, the outlook is for continued moderate growth in tourism
business this summer. Minnesota lodging businesses showed good
growth in the first quarter of the year. In Fergus Falls our first quarter
was up 3.72 percent over last year. We expect that growth trend to
continue - albeit slowly. The meetings and conference business has
also picked up compared to 2010 and there are many proposals we
are waiting to hear back on for 2012.

Overall, travel spending is expected to increase somewhat this
year, providing tourism-related businesses a second year of gradual
recovery from recession lows of 2009. The U.S. Travel Association
forecasts 1.8% increase in domestic travel in 2011, with a 4.5%
increase in travel spending. A sampling of lodging and camping
businesses selected by Explore Minnesota Tourism to participate
in a pre-season poll had a fairly positive outlook for the summer
season, based on reservations they've received so far. Many lodging
businesses are anticipating occupancy greater or similar to last
summer.

Though the economy is giving mixed signals, and consumers are
dealing with high gas prices, a pent-up demand for travel and the
continuing trend of vacationing close to home are expected to fuel
a small growth in Minnesota travel. We are looking forward to being
part of that trend.

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Invasive Aquatic Species Could Harm Local
Economy If Left Unaddressed

As many of our local businesses are gearing up for the summer tourism
season, it's critical that we maintain our lakes in Otter Tail County.

Zebra mussels represent one of the most important and destructive
biological invasions into North America. In 1988, a release of larval
mussels during the ballast exchange of a single commercial cargo ship
traveling from the north shore of the Black Sea to the Great Lakes has
been deduced as the likely source of introduction to North America and
now, their presence is in Otter Tail County.

The rapid invasion of waterways has been facilitated by the zebra
mussels’ ability to disperse during all life stages including routinely
attaching to boat hulls thus being transported to new locations.

Zebra mussels are notorious for their biofouling capabilities. They
colonize pipes restricting flow, reducing the intake in heat exchangers,
condensers, water pumps, and AC systems. Boating can be affected by
increased drag due to attached mussels and small mussels can get into
engine cooling systems causing overheating and damage. They have
profound effects on the ecosystems they invade. As filter feeders, they are
capable of filtering about one liter of water per day while feeding primarily
on algae.

Zebra mussels’ impact on recreation, trade and industry is measurable.
However, control is available through enforcement of decontamination
of recreational boats and trailers, Minnesota Law 84D. Minnesota
Senator Ingebrigsten has introduced SF0847 which requests that funds
from the Legacy Act be devoted to combat this invasion through control,
containment and eradication and to provide the DNR with aggressive tools
to halt the spread of zebra mussels.

Forward Fergus Falls has received a $10,000 grant from West Central
Initiative (WCI) to recognize the hard work that has been accomplished to
create a brighter future for the City of Fergus Falls.

The award was presented in May in the city council chambers to a
group of Forward Fergus Falls stewards.

“West Central Initiative is celebrating its 25th anniversary this year.
One of the ways we want to celebrate is through grants to community-led
partnerships that, like WCI, are committed to uniting ideas and resources
to positively impact the areas of economic development, community
development and philanthropy,” said Wendy Merrick, WCI programming
director. “We're pleased to give this one-time grant to Forward Fergus
Falls to help fulfill its destiny!”

West Central Initiative is a regional community foundation serving
Becker, Clay, Grant, Douglas, Otter Tail, Pope, Stevens, Traverse and
Wilkin counties in west central Minnesota.
